This rider ( “Rider” ) is attached to and made part of the contract ( the “Contract” ) between TRAVERSE & APPICE (T&A) ( “Artist” ) and the purchaser of said services (“Purchaser” )  as defined on the face of the Contract in connection with Artist's performance(s) at the venue described therein ( the “Venue” or the “Engagement” ). 

To the extent this Rider conflicts with the terms and conditions contained in the Contract or in any other contract, the terms and conditions contained in this Rider shall control
  01.  INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL


 In the event the place of performance is outside the continental limits of the


 United States, Purchaser agrees to procure, at this sole expense, for 


 Artist and party, the necessary visas, work permits, all ground and/or 


 airline tickets and other documents of any nature whatsoever necessary


 or usually obtained to enable Artist to render its services hereunder.  Also,


 Purchaser shall be responsible for, and indemnify and hold Artist harmless


 from and against, all local, municipal, and country or government taxes, fees


 or levies on all income earned by Artist's employees while in the countries


 by this contract.

  02.  INSURANCE


 Purchaser agrees to provide comprehensive general liability insurance


 ( including, without limitation, coverage to protect against any and all injury


 to persons or property as a consequence of the installation and/or operation


 of the equipment and installments provided by Artist's and/or its employees,


 contractors and agents ).  Such liability insurance shall be in the amount


 required by the venue, but in no event shall have limit of less that One Million


 Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) combined single limit for bodily injury and property


 damage.  Such insurance shall be in full force and effect at all times Artist


 and any of Artist's Agents or Independent contractors are in place of


 performance.  Artist and its Agent for the Engagement, shall be listed as


 additionally named insured under such insurance and this shall be indicated


 on the pertinent certificate of insurance.  Purchaser also agrees to provide


 a policy of Workman's Compensation covering all of Purchaser's employees


 or third party contractors.  Purchaser further agrees to provide full all risk


 insurance coverage for all equipment and instruments provided by Artist


 and/or employees, contractors and agents against fire vandalizing, theft, riot,


 or any other type of act or oversight causing harm to damage to or loss of the 


 instruments and equipment so provided.  Certificates of insurance relating


 to the coverage listed above shall be furnished by Purchaser to Artist at least

 fourteen ( 14 ) days prior to the Engagement.  Artist's failure to request or review


 such insurance certificates shall not affect Artist's right or Purchaser's obligations


 thereunder.  The Purchaser warrants that he has complete and adequate public


 liability insurance.  This certificate must be presented to the Purchaser


 upon request.
 

  03.  BILLING/ADVERTISING


 Unless otherwise stated to the contrary in the Contact, Artist shall receive


 100% sole headline billing in any and all press releases, advertisements, and


 other publicity including, but not limited to, radio, television, ad mats, tickets,


 newspapers, programs, fliers, signs, lobby boards, and marquees.  Artist


 shall have approval over all advertising, promotions and sponsorship.  No


 signs and banners will be permitted onstage without the written consent of


 Artist.

  04.  CREATIVE CONTROL


 Artist shall have exclusive control over all creative elements of the Engagement


 including, without limitation, the creative elements of the following: sound, 


 lights, choice of performers ( including master of ceremonies and welcoming


 speakers ) and their length of performance, stage sets, curtains, backdrops,


 song selections, manner of performance, and any music, film or videotape


 played to patrons at any time during the Engagement including prior to 


 performance and during intermission ( if any ).

  05.  TRANSPORTATION PROVIDED BY THE PURCHASER ( If Applicable )

         Rendezvous at the airport or train station, hotels or bands point of origin.

  06.  MERCHANDISING


 The Purchaser will provide a ( well lit secure place to erect a merchandise stall.


 This shall be in such a position as to be visible to the public using the main


 entrance ).  This is to be at no cost to the Artist.  Purchaser agrees that its 


 arrangement for presenting the engagement provided for herein shall prohibit


 the sale of souvenir or similar merchandise on the premises in connection


 with this engagement other than Artist's official merchandise furnished by


 Artist.

  07.  SECURITY

The venue must be secure until Doors.

 All dressing rooms must be secure so as to avoid theft and intrusion.  Either


 a key must be given to band representative or a permanent guard at the door


 must be stationed.

After door, no one is allowed backstage or into the dressing rooms without


 a work or band pass unless approved by the Production Manager.

  08.  MEDIA


 Artist reserves the right to approve or disapprove all member of the media


 with regard to coverage of the bands' performance.

  09.  RECORDING


 Purchaser agrees that Artist's performance hereunder, including any part


 thereof, shall not be broadcast, photographed, recorded, filmed, taped or


 otherwise reproduced in any form, by any method, for any purpose, without


 Artist's or Artist's prior written consent.

 10.  VIDEO CAMERAS


 Video recording is prohibited at the show an all video tapes are to be


 confiscated by security and given to the Production Manager.  It should be


 posted at the venue that video taping is prohibited.

 11.  COMP TICKETS


 Artist requires 25 complimentary tickets per show for guests.  The guest list


 will be provided to your venue one hour prior to show by the Road Manager.

 12.  SETTLEMENT


 Artist shall have the right to enter the box-office at any time ( before, during


 and after the performance ) to examine and make extracts from the box-office


 records of Purchaser relating to the gross receipts of the Engagement.  

 
 Purchaser shall provide Artist with a written box-office statement (certified


 and signed bye Purchaser ) within one ( 1 ) hour following the Engagement.

 13.  INDEMNIFICATION


 Purchaser agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Artist and each of their


 respective employees, agents, and contractor from and against any claims,


 costs ( including, without limitation, reasonable attorney's fees and court costs ),


 expenses, damages, liabilities, losses, and/or judgments arising out of, or in


 connection with, any claim, demand or action made by any party if such are 


 ( or are alleged to be ) a direct or indirect consequence of ( i.) the Engagement


 or  ( ii.) any breach or alleged breach of any warranty, representation, agreement


 or convenient made by Purchaser herein.

 14.  TAXES


 Purchaser shall pay, at its sole cost, all taxes, fees, dues, levies, and the like


 relating to the Engagement and the sums payable to Artist shall be free of


 same.  The foregoing shall not apply to any Federal or State income taxes


 imposed by law on Artist or Artist for Engagement performed within the 


 United States ( unless otherwise stated on the face of the Contract ) but shall


 apply to all other forms of taxes including, without limitation, any business


 occupations tax or any value added tax ( “VAT” ).

 15.  CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM


 This Rider and Contract shall be deemed and made and entered into State


 of California and shall be governed by the laws of such State applicable to 


 contracts entered into and wholly to be performed therein.  The State or 


 Federal courts located in Los Angeles County, California shall have exclusive


 jurisdiction over any disputes arising hereunder and the parties hereto agree


 to submit to the jurisdiction of these courts.

 16.  LICENSES/PERMITS


 Purchaser shall secure, at its sole cost, all licenses, permits, certificates, leases,

authorizations and the like required or requested by any union, guild, government


 authority, performing right society, Venue owner or any other third party in 


 connection with  ( i.) the Engagement and ( ii.) Artist's / Artist's exercise of any


 rights granted herein.  Purchaser agrees to fulfill, or cause to be fulfilled all 


 terms, conditions, convenience, rules and/or regulations of such parties in


 connection therewith as well as pay all levies, dues and fee applicable thereto.


 Upon request, Purchaser shall provide Artist with evidence the foregoing:


 provided that Artist's failure to request or review same shall not be deemed a


 waiver of Purchaser's obligations or Artist's rights hereunder.

 18.  RETURN OF CONTRACT


 Purchaser agrees to sign and return this Rider and Contract to Artist's agent,


 Available Entertainment, within ten ( 10 ) days from the date of the Contract;


 otherwise Artist shall have the right to cancel  the Engagement upon notice


 thereof without liability.  Artist's failure to exercise its right cancel the 


 Engagement upon the completion of said ten ( 10 ) day period shall not be 


 deemed a waiver of Artist's  right to cancel the Engagement at any time thereof.

 19.  MODIFICATION/ASSIGNMENT/MISC.


 This Rider and Contract is the sole and complete agreement between the parties


 with respect to the Engagement and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous


 agreements regarding the subject matter hereof.  This Rider and Contract ( or


 any part thereof ) may not be changed, modified or waived except by a signed,


 written agreement of the parties.

 20.  NOTICES/ CONSENTS


 All notices, consents, approvals and the like given in connection with this Rider


 and Contract shall not be effective unless contained in writing, signed by the


 party giving same.

 21.  CANCELLATION


 Artist shall have the right, in its sole discretion, to cancel the Engagement


 without liability, by giving Purchaser notice thereof at least thirty ( 30 ) days


 prior to the start of the Engagement.

 22.  FORCE MAJEURE


 If Artist's performance(s) hereunder is/are rendered impossible, hazardous


 or is/are otherwise prevented or impaired due to sickness, inability to perform,


 accident, interruption or failure of means of transportation, Act(s) of God, riots,


 strikes, labor difficulties, epidemics, earthquakes, any act or order of any 

 
 public authority, and/or any other cause of event, similar or dissimilar, beyond


 Artist's control, then Artist's obligation with respect to the affected performance(s)


 shall be excused and Artist shall have to liability to Purchaser in connection


 herewith.  Provided Artist is ready, willing and able to perform, Purchaser shall

 
 remain liable to pay Artist the full contract price plus any moneys called for in


 the  Contract regardless of the occurrence of any of the foregoing events.


 For purposes of this provision, the term “Artist” shall include Artist or any


 member thereof.

 23.  INCLEMENT WEATHER


 Artist's obligations hereunder shall be excused and Artist shall have no liability


 to Purchaser if Artist determines in good faith that their performance is ( or is


 likely to be ) rendered impossible, hazardous or otherwise prevented or impaired


 due to inclement weather.  In such event ( and not withstanding anything to the


 contrary ), Purchaser shall remain liable to Artist for the full contract price plus


 any percentage moneys called for in the Contract.
